Look To The Example Of Our SAVIOR. (v.3)
For us the Lesson is CLEAR! ...BE LIKE JESUS! (1 Peter 2:21)
Look To The Encouragement Of The SCRIPTURES. (v.4)
In the Difficult times, Jesus Used the Word of God for His Own Comfort & Strength.
